¢ TRAFFIC FATALITIESUPIN 2010

Preliminary figuresindicate the number of traffic fatalitieson Ten-
nessee roadways increased in 2010 for the first timein five years,
rising from 986in 2009to 1,030in 2010. Asaresult, the Tennessee
Highway Patrol will be using various enforcement campaigns to
improve safety. The "Strike Three Program™ will concentrate on
three issues that are prevalent among younger drivers: seat belt
usage, underage drinking, and graduated driver license violations.
TheTHPwill also participatein acampaign called"ASP" (Alcohol
Saturation Patrols). Additional Trooperswill be scheduled to patrol
during certain times. Saturation patrols and sobriety checkpoints
will be scheduled throughout the year. The THP will also work to
reduce both motorcyclerider and pedestrian fatalities. Since 1998,
motorcycle rider deaths have more than tripled in Tennessee. Pe-
destrian fatalities have gone up 55% in the last two years.
