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 Burt Reynolds, actor, director, and producer, died 
Thursday at the age of 82. Before his movie career, 
he played football for the Florida State Seminoles in 
the 1950s until an injury sidelined him. He began 
acting on television in the late 1950s, and starred in 
television series such as Gunsmoke, Hawk, and Dan 

August. He made his film debut in Angel Baby in 1961. His 
breakout film role was as Lewis Medlock in Deliverance in 1972. 
He also starred in The Longest Yard, Smoky and the Bandit, Semi-
Tough, Hooper, Smokey and the Bandit II, and The Cannonball. 
He was nominated for an Academy Award for Best Supporting 
Actor for his performance in Boogie Nights in 1997. The cause of 
death was cardiopulmonary arrest.
