Another Joe Guy History Moment

In the year 1170, a ship named the Gwenan Gorn left the coast
of Wales, with a group of Welsh adventurers commanded by a
Welsh Prince, Madoc ap-Owain Gwynedd. Claiming to be bound
for a land west over the ocean, the ship was never heard from
again.

But the legend of Madoc and his Welshmen lives on in stories
told 700 years later, when light-skinned, blue-eyed Cherokee
were encountered by early traders. And even by the Cherokee
themselves, who claimed their grandfathers had passed down sto-
ries of ancient white men, who had landed in a boat on the Ala-
bama Coast and had made their way into the Cherokee lands. It
was said that such a group of white people lived long ago on
Conasauga Creek, and that old stone works in Georgia and Ten-
nessee were built by them. Even some Welsh and Cherokee
words, such as wayah and Waylon, both meaning wolf, lead his-
torians to give some suspicion that Madoc’s people survived their
journey to America 400 years before Columbus. The Madoc leg-
end lives on, and McMinn County may have been one of the
homes of these early mysterious Europeans.
