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In a follow-up to the story cov-
ered on Page 4 of Tuesday’s
Edition of the Morning Fax,
found HERE, the suspect in a
Monroe Co. Shooting has been
identified as Michael Earl
Dowling. He has been charged
| with attempted murder, aggra-
vated domestic assault, and possession of a firearm
during the commission of a felony. According to the
affidavit, on Saturday, June 15, MCSO deputies re-
sponded to a residence in the 700 block of Reed
Springs Road following a report of a shooting. Upon
arrival, deputies discovered a woman inside the
home with a “large wound in her left chest area, con-
sistent with a gunshot wound.” She had allegedly
been shot by her boyfriend, Michael Dowling.
Dowling is being held on no bond and his next court
appearance is scheduled for July 1.

As with any reorganization, we are
supporting our employees through this transition.”
